Memorable Experience: Go for a walk to explore and discover ‘nature treasures’.

Learn about different types of weathers – Keep a weekly record of the weather and temperature on a class weather chart.  Paint impressions of different weathers.

Use 1pcoins to pay for items up to 5p. Recognise and name basic 2D shapes.
