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Numeracy


Recite to 30 and beyond and count in 10’s to 100 forwards & backwards.  Grouping – early multiplication language. Sharing-early division language. Use ordinal numbers to 10.  Compare and order numbers to at least 10- identify numbers before/after and 1 more/1 less than. Number bonds to 10. Recognise domino patterns and focus on doubles.  Begin to read number words. Begin to use ’counting on’ strategy when adding. Use the language of difference when comparing two groups of objects. Use 1p,2p,5p and 10p coins to pay for items up to 10p.
